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Organ transplants should be
made more available in the
future. Since 1997 organ
transplants from brain dead
donors have been legal in Japan.
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Point 1. More organ donations

=till now the number of brain death
organs is limited because awareness
about how important donating organs
s has not spread nationwide,

If organs were more freely available
the procedurs would become more
dependable, less risky and also
cheaper

Point 2. Increasing number of
hospitals available for organ
transplants

At present there are too few facilities
where patients can get operations for
organ transplants in Japan According
to the increase in demands of organ
transplants the government should
inject more money into estahblishing
adequate institutions.
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
